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A report on a military extortion carried out in Esperanza, Dominican Republic on February
28", 2015.

Note: The names of the three individuals involved in this incident have been changed in this report so as to
protect their privacy and general well being.

To Whom It May Concern,

This report details an extortion carried out by the Dominican military near the Cruce of
Esperanza in Esperanza, Dominican Republic on February 28", 2015. All information
reported comes from the testimony of the two sisters (Mary and Gabriela) present at the
incident.

Around 6:00 pm on February 28", 2015, three residents of Batey Libertad left the
community on a motorcycle headed towards the Cruce of Esperanza. These individuals were
Mary (106), her sister Gabriela (20), and their stepfather Gaspar (29). All three got off of the
motorcycle near the Cruce of Esperanza in order to go shopping. Soon after, two soldiers
(who Mary recognized as having been in Batey Libertad in recent weeks) on a motorcycle
stopped them on the street and asked them to produce their documents. At that time,
Gaspar was carrying with him the registration for the motorcycle and his receipt for his
inscription in the Regularization Plan; Mary, who registered in Group B under the
Naturalization Plan, had left her receipt at home; and Gabriela, who has not registered in
either process, had a copy of her Haitian birth certificate with her, as the original is in Haiti.

During the interaction with the two soldiers, Gaspar spoke with them and showed them the
documents that each individual had with them. After reviewing the documents, the soldiers
asked why Mary and Gabriela did not have valid documentation with them and then
proceeded to tell Gaspar that he would need to pay them RD $1,000 or they would arrest
Mary and Gabriela. Gaspar paid the soldiers the requested RD $1,000 and the soldiers left.

Este informe detalla la extorsién militar que ocurrié cerca de la Cruce de Esperanza en
Esperanza, Republica Dominicana, el 28 de febrero del 2015. Toda la informacion
presentada aqui proviene del testimonio de las dos hermanas (Mary y Gabriela) involucradas
en el incidente.

Aproximadamente a las 6:00 de la noche el 28 de febrero del 2015, tres residentes de Batey
Libertad partieron de la comunidad en una motocicleta hacia el Cruce de Esperanza. Los tres
residentes eran Mary (16), su hermana Gabriela (20) y su padrastro Gaspar (29). Los tres
pararon cerca del Cruce de Esperanza para ir de compras. Justo después, dos militares en
una motocicleta, quienes Mary reconocié como dos militares que habian estado en Batey
Libertad en las semanas anteriores, les pararon en la calle y les pidieron que se produjeran
sus documentos. En este momento, Gaspar tenia consigo la registracion de la motocicleta
suya y el recibo de su inscripcion en el Plan de Regularizacién; Mary, registrada en el Plan de
Naturalizacion en el grupo B habia dejado su recibo en la casa; y Gabriela, sin registrarse en
ninguno de los dos planes, tenia consigo una copia de su pasaporte haitiano (el original se
quedaba en Hait).

Durante la interacciéon Gaspar hablaba con los dos militares y les ensefiaba los documentos.
Después de revisar los documentos, los militares preguntaron por qué Mary y Gabriela no
tenian los documentos apropiados y dijeron a Gaspar que tenia que pagarles RD $1,000 para
evitar la detenciéon de Mary y Gabriela. Después de que Gaspar les pago el soborno de RD
$1,000, los militares subieron su motocicleta y se fueron.
